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Abstract

⚫ Data assimilation of satellite microwave measurements is 
one of the important keys to improving weather 
forecasting over the Arctic sea ice region. 

⚫ Specification of the explicitly calculated radiative boundary 
condition at the sea ice allows successful use of surface-
sensitive MW channels in the data assimilation.

⚫ We expect improved weather forecasting over the Arctic.
